A s we continue to rejoice over the
supreme miracle of Easter, [ think
about the disciples.

After Jesus was resurrected and
before He ascended to Heaven, they were
told to stay in the upper room and pray.

Whatever you're going through,
you're not alone in praying for your child
to embrace his or her God-given sex
instead of a false identity. What you do
and say matters.

Several years ago, a person wrote
this powerful poem for PFOX:

YOUR LIFE is Jesus to someone,
Though tattered and torn it may be.
Though often times weak and unstable,
You're all of God someone will see.

YOUR TONGUE is Jesus to someone.
That idle, insensitive word
Reflects to at least one searching heart
An idle, insensitive Lord.

YOUR GOALS are Jesus to someone.
What you put first, they believe,
Are the goals of God for the Christian.
Your life is all they receive.

YOUR FAITHFULNESS . ..
that’s Jesus to someone.
Their judgment of how God is true,
Rests unquestionably in the faithfulness
They see day by day in you.

YOUR LOVE is Jesus to someone.
That someone who is seeking to know
That Jesus will follow and guide and
Befriend wherever in life they might go.

Seeking Change

When your child tells you, “I can’t
change,” he or she is absolutely correct.
None of us can change without God’s
help. When we embrace the love of Jesus,
that gives us the desire to ask Him to
change us.

Often a parent wants to bargain with
God, but this is wrong and unproductive.
It implies that God needs coaxing to do
more for our loved one. Nothing could
be further from the truth. God is always
at work on behalf of your loved one. He
does not force His way on anyone. He
wants each person to surrender to Him.

The pain associated with waiting for
your loved one to be “fixed’ can be great.
You desire relief, often putting your life
on hold until relief comes. Sometimes,
parents delay their lives until their loved
one is restored. Christ promised to be
with us during the storm—not just
before or after.

Yield your child or your grandchild
over to God’s transforming work for their
lives. In doing so we also open ourselves
up to God’s working more in our own
lives. A hard part of waiting on God is
trusting in His timing. Only God can truly
change a heart.

The identity of your child is a
spiritual battle. The devil has had

thousands of years to practice the
destruction of family and spreading lies
about our identity. All of us were born
into a family for an ultimate purpose—to
love the Lord God with our heart, soul
and mind.

“I thank my God every time |
remember you. In all my prayers
for all of you, I always pray with
Jjoy because of your partnership

in the gospel from the first day
until now, being confident of this,
that He who began a good work in
you will carry it on to completion
until the day of Christ Jesus.”
